SC quashes land allotment 
to MPs, AIS officers, scribes
‘All GOs issued by YSR Reddy govt violative of Article 14 of Constitution’

THE Supreme Court on Monday 
quashed all GOs issued by the YS 
Rajasekhara Reddy government 
regarding allotment of  house 
sites to MPs, MLAs, All India 
Service officers and journalists. 
The orders issued by a bench 
headed by Chief  Justice of  India 
Sanjay Khanna said: “GO Nos. 
419, 420, 422 to 425 dated March 
25, 2008, and GO No 551 dated 
March 27, 2008, are declared to be 
bad in law, being violative of  Ar-
ticle 14 of  the Constitution, and 
are quashed by issuing a Writ of  
Certiorari”.
 The order also stated that the 
interim directions passed by the 
apex court in some of  these cases 
now stand merged with the final 
direction. The interim orders al-

lowed housing cooperative socie-
ties of  MPs, MLAs, AIS officers 
and journalists — Indira Legisla-
tors Mutually Aided Cooperative 
Housing Society Limited, 
Adarshnagar Mutually Aided 
Cooperative Housing Society, In-
dian Revenue Service Officers 
and Jawaharlal Nehru Journal-
ists Mutually Aided Cooperative 
Housing Society — to develop the 
land subject to the SC’s final 
judgment. 
 In the final judgment delivered 
on Monday, the apex court said: 
“We also deem it appropriate to 
pass an order of  restitution and 
direct that the cooperative socie-
ties and their members, as the 
case may be, will be entitled to a 
refund of  the entire amount de-
posited by them, including the 
stamp duty and the registration 
fee paid by them, along with the 

interest which may be quantified 
by the State of  Telangana. The 
rate of  interest will not exceed 
the Reserve Bank of  India’s rate 
of  interest applicable from time 
to time, as may be deemed fit by 
the State of  Telangana.”

Journalists not entitled to 
preferential treatment
The court observed that accred-
ited journalists cannot be treat-
ed as a separate class for prefer-
ential treatment.  Journalists, 
considered the fourth pillar of  
democracy, are expected to act 
as checks and balances on the 
arbitrary exercise of  the State’s 
power. However, the distribution 
of  such extraordinary State ben-
efits renders nugatory the very 
optics of  healthy checks and bal-
ances within our democratic 
system,” the court observed.

Cops launch manhunt for 
RGV for social media abuse

16-yr-old girl student dies 
of food poisoning  in T’gana

PRAKASAM district police 
launched a manhunt to trace 
film director Ram Gopal Varma 
(RGV) after he failed to appear 
before the police for questioning 
in connection with a case per-
taining to social media abuse.
 Searches were conducted at 
RGV’s office and residences in 
Hyderabad on Monday. A team 
of  Maddipadu police visited 
RGV’s office in Navanirman col-
ony, Jubilee Hills. Cops also car-
ried out searches at his 
Shamshabad and Shadnagar 
farmhouses. Based on his tweet, 
a team was also sent to Coimbat-
ore in Tamil Nadu.

“Since he failed to appear before 
the investigation officers twice, 
Prakasam SP instructed Maddi-
padu police to arrest him follow-
ing due procedures,” said a sen-
ior police official on the condition 
of  anonymity.
 In a complaint, TDP mandal 
secretary Muthanapalli Ramal-
ingaiah accused the film direc-
tor of  allegedly posting morphed 
photographs of  Chief  Minister 
N Chandrababu Naidu, Deputy 
Chief  Minister Pawan Kalyan 
and their family members in an 
“indecent” manner on social me-
dia. Subsequently, Maddipadu 
police booked a case against 
RGV and served notices on him 
to appear for investigation on 
November 19.

C SHAILAJA, one of  the 64 girl 
students from Ashram High 
School in Wankidi mandal in 
Kumurambheem Asifabad dis-
trict, who fell victim to food poi-
soning, passed away on Monday 
while undergoing treatment at 
the Nizam’s Institute of  Medi-
cal Sciences (NIMS).
 The 16-year-old was admitted 
to NIMS on November 5 with 
acute gastroenteritis. This led 
to kidney issues (increased se-
rum creatinine secondary to 
dehydration) and lung infec-
tion. She was put on ventilator 

and dialysis from November 5 
to 9. Shailaja’s condition im-
proved and she was taken off  
the ventilator on November 8.  
 However, on November 11, 
her condition deteriorated and 
she had a respiratory arrest, 
forcing the doctors to again put 
her on ventilator and dialysis.
After 20-odd days, Shailaja suc-
cumbed to intracranial bleed-
ing (bleeding in the brain) and 
other complications.The offi-
cial health records says that 
Shailaja was diagnosed with 
hypotension with acute kidney 
injury and dehydration due to 
gastroenteritis.

“AS there are no activities re-
lated to the workbook, children 
fail to get proper fundamental 
education in Tamil letters, 
numbers, etc. Workbooks 
should be provided quickly,” 
said P Kalaiselvi of  Podanur.
 A parent, K Sengodi, whose 
daughter is studying in LKG at 
a corporation middle school in 
Coimbatore told TNIE that uni-
forms are yet to be provided to 
the children. 

An anganwadi worker that 
TNIE spoke to said that vacancy 

is a major factor and workers 
are unable to concentrate on im-
parting education activities.

“Except in a few places, work-
ers have been forced to man-
age two or three centres 
simultaneously. Not 
only this, we have to 
cook, register the de-
tails of  children’s at-
tendance, items re-
ceived, upload children’s 
height and weight, go for 
census work, etc. There is not 
enough time for us to impart 
education,” she said.

Tamil Nadu Anganwadi 

Oozhiyar and Udhaviyalar San-
gam general secretary T Daisy 
told TNIE that there has been no 
appointment of  new workers 

since 2018. She said that there 
are around 18,000 vacan-

cies in 54,000 centres. The 
state has a total of  1.04 
lakh centres, she said. 

Educationist Su Moor-
thy told TNIE that the 

RTE Act mandates that 
central and state governments 

provide early childhood care and 
education. “Pre-primary educa-
tion prepares the children for 
future education. Only poor chil-

dren face difficulties and lose 
equal learning opportunities in 
getting a proper pre-primary 
education in anganwadi centres 
due to various reasons. When 
children come to primary class-
es with lack of  pre-primary edu-
cation, we can see differences 
such as learning loss in them,” 
he said.  When asked about the 
delay in giving uniforms and 
books, an officer in Coimbatore 
said they don’t know the reason. 
Social Welfare and Women Em-
powerment minister P Geetha 
Jeevan told TNIE that she would 
look into the matter.

Cops recover 
murder weapon

ON Monday morning, they lo-
cated Tamilselvan near the 
hospital where he worked, 
lured him to a deserted spot, 
and confronted him. A heated 
argument ensued, and the fa-
ther and son allegedly attacked 
Tamilselvan with a knife, slit 
his throat and stabbed him in 
chest and stomach. Tamilsel-
van collapsed at the spot and 
the attackers fled the scene on 
their two-wheeler.

Passersby, who found Tamil-
selvan lying in a pool of  blood, 
alerted the hospital. Medical 
professionals rushed to the spot 
but declared him dead. Thudiy-
alur police secured the crime 
scene, and sent Tamilselvan’s 
body to Coimbatore Medical 
College Hospital (CMCH) for 
autopsy. The police also recov-
ered the knife used in the mur-
der. After actively searching for 
Malaikani and Rajaram, the 
Tiruppur police caught them 
and handed them over to the 
Thudiyalur police.
